- driven, tenacious, able to maintain focus, objectivity and exercise sound judgement 
- innovative, creative and solution focused 
- somebody who acts with integrity 
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- willing and able to contribute to the wider life of the College 
- somebody who has an infectious positive attitude to life and work; understanding the impact that 
has on colleagues 
- somebody who listens to young people and encourages them to speak up and challenge when 
something is not right 
- somebody who loves and inspires young people
